MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING
SEPTEMBER 8, 2008

The meeting was called to order by President
Judy Tipton Rush, who welcomed everyone in atten-
dance, especially the guests. Minutes of the previous
meeting were approved as printed in the newsletter.

Judy stated that Nancy Hicks has resigned as
treasurer since she will be out of town for much of the
rest of the year and introduced Sharon Danner who
will be filling in for the time remaining in Nancy’s
term. Sharon presented the treasurer’s report, stating
that we have cash on hand in the amount of
$16,747.10, income of $74.50, expenses $425.06 for a
net loss for the month of August of $350.56.

Carol Ann Wilbourn, programs, thanked everyone
who brought something for the bag sale, and stated
that bids would start at $5 and increase in $.50
increments. She’ll present our October program, Jim
Gatling will present our November program, and we’ll
have a Christmas party at our December meeting.

Lavern Schaap reported on progress of our Heroes
quilt project for Nancy Hicks. Several quilts ready for
quilting were distributed to members who will quilt
them. She thanked Kathryn Kohlstadt for her demo
tonight, and Mary Jane Beard for being our expert
quilter. Next month’s demos will be by Pamela Davis
(Mumbo Gumbo) and Jenny Lee Shumate (zippers).
She urged everyone to be thinking about their 5 best
quilting tips.

On September 27, from 1-3 p.m., we will join
Quest Quilters in presenting demos and refreshments
for the quilters of the Family Motorcoach Association
Rally in North Little Rock. Gloria Killeen has volun-
teered to serve as a drop off point for food. Call her
for directions. Also, Wildwood Park is holding an
AutumnFest on October 18-19. Carol Ann Wilbourn,
Marilyn Weaver, and Leah Sample volunteered to
organize some demos for this event.

Wilma Richter stated that the next block drawing
will be in November to make a block using any Maple
Leaf pattern. Blocks need to be 6 inches finished, or
6.5 inches unfinished. Use fall colors for the leaves,
and a neutral light beige for the background.

Quilt Arkansas will be one year from tonight’s
meeting. Wilma Richter reminded us that we will
have a mask challenge as well as a quilt challenge.
Quilts should be no larger than 36 inches by 36 inches,
with a sleeve, and use Mardi Gras colors.

Kelley Davis spoke about our CARTI tree. Trees
can be decorated on December 2 or on December 3.
She recommends that we decorate ours on December 3,

since they’ll still be setting the trees up on December 2.
Some squares ready to be quilted were distributed to
members for quilting, as well some that need to be
completed with the ladder stitch. We’ll have a work-
shop on our next meeting day from 1 until 5 or so to
put feathers and hangers on. Bring your glue gun, if
you have one. Judy also asked everyone to buy feath-
ers at Hobby Lobby. Use your 40 percent off coupon!

Mary Jane Beard, membership chair, said she
would begin taking dues in October, and reminded
prospective members that their waiting until October
would include the final 3 months of 2008 as well as
all of 2009.

Mary Jane also presented the report of the nomi-
nating committee.

BLOCK CHALLENGE FOR NOVEMBER

I love Fall, when the Ozarks come alive with
beautiful colors: alona, auburn, brick, canna,
cinnabar, golden, maize, maroon, magenta, ocher,
orange, red, straw, wine and yellow. It’s breath-taking.
There should be a new color wheel just for Fall. Let’s
bring those colors into our life and the Guild by
making some leaves.

I’ve chosen the maple leaf 6" finished (6.5" unfin-
ished).

Choose any of the fall colors as your
leaf. Background should be neutral light beige.

CONE ORNAMENT INSTRUCTIONS

Step 1: Cut 3 layers 7 1/2" square (batting, top, and
back). Last two layers are right sides facing. Batting
is placed at bottom of the stack. Top layer fabric will
become the inside of cone. Sew around square 1/4".
Trim corners almost to seam line to reduce bulk in
corners.

Step 2: Slit top fabric in corner 1 1/2" up two sides
(not all the way to edge). Turn the two fabrics right
sides out encasing the batting in middle. Hand whip
stitch or fuse the slit closed.

Step 3: Quilt the square using your own pattern or
the one Judy has drawn (printed below). Ladder
stitch by hand two sides together (slit should be at
lower point and inside.) Your cone is forned. No deco-
ration or strap is needed for the CARTI ornament;
they’ll be finished alike later.
